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Second: The Methodology of Bukhari and Muslim in Narrating 

from Who is Not Able to Memorize His Hadith, but Relies on His 

Books, Known As Sahibu Kitab: 

This is a term that was defined by the researcher in the first chapter of 

this thesis. This section is to illustrate Bukhari and Muslim’s position on 

narrating from this type of narrator based on the researcher’s personal study.  

 Thhird : Hadith Documents and High Narration Chains (Isnad) 

According to Muslim:  

 One of the main objectives for obtaining Hadith Documents and 

Manuscripts is reaching High Isnad, which is the reason why many scholars 

were eager to obtain them, especialy Muslim as shown in this section. 

 The Fourth Chapter: Reffering to Hadith Manuscripts in Sahih 

Bukhari: 

 This chapter is considered a new finding in this field, which the 

researcher found as he was placing the Bibliography for the Narrators of 

Hadith Manuscripts in Sahih Bukhari and Sahih Muslim. In this chapter the 

researcher shows how Bukhari used the method of referring to other existing 

Hadith Documents and Manuscripts in his book. 

 The Seventh Chapter: An Alphabetical Bibliography of the 

Narrators of Hadith Documents in both Sahih Bukhari and Sahih 

Muslim: 

 This thesis would not be complete without this final chapter which  

gives basic information  and statistics on the narrators of Hadith Manuscripts 

and Documents which Bukhari and Muslim relied upon in their books. 

 

 In the End:  Perhaps the most important recommendation that must 

be mentioned is the to place more effort in understating both Sahih Bukhari 
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In addition, this chapter clarifies the definition of other related terms 

such as the type of narration that is called Sahifa and the narrator that is 

called Sahibu Kitab.  

The Second Chapter: The Methodology of Bukhari and Muslim in 

the methods of recording and narrating (Tahamul Wal Adda) of Hadith 

Document and Manuscripts: 

If we exclude direct hearing without writing (Sama), all of the 

methods used to record and narrate Hadith are related to the written form of 

Hadith which include Hadith Manuscripts and Documents (Nusakh and 

Suhaf). Therefore, this chapter is of the most important chapters in this thesis 

since the purpose of having a Hadith document is to be able to narrate it. 

This chapter is for understanding the position of Bukhari and Muslim in 

each method of recording and narration, based on what the scholars stated in 

their books, and on the researcher’s personal study. 

The Third Chapter: The Different Objective and Methods 

Bukhari and Muslim Use in Narrating from a Hadith Document or 

Manuscript: 

This chapter is of three main issues: 

First: The Methodology of Bukhari and Muslim in Narrating a 

Hadith from a Single Document (Nuskha Mudraja): 

This is a popular issue which is well covered in most books of 

Mustalah, where the scholars mention the method of Bukhari and Muslim in 

narrating Hadith from these types of documents. The researcher mentions in 

this section the summary of their general views in addition to the methods of 

Bukhari and Muslim according to what the scholars mentioned and based on 

his personal study. 
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Juz’ Hadithi, based on the meanings of these terms according to the 

Arabic Language and based on their usage amongst the scholars of Hadith. 

This chapter is an essential chapter in the thesis since these terms are used 

plentifully by the scholars of Hadith, however the definition of these terms is 

not to be found anywhere in the books of Mustalah (Terminological 

Definitions for the Sciences of Hadith) although there are some recent 

researches in this field.
