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The Narration of The Doubtful Narrators
In The Six Books of Hadith

Abstract:

The thesis revolved around weak narrators in the six books, which is
considered controversial.(Why have scholars of the six authentic collections
of Hadith counted in the weak narrators in their narrations ? ) A question
that has been aroused.

The response to this question was initiated as an opening to the
research and three main chapters.

The study emphasizes on the rules and the conditions of narrators in
general .In some cases, lenience was evident in accepting some recitation
of weak narrators, according to the theme /topic related to virtues,
biographies of the Prophet and readings. Therefore, this lenience and/or
flexibility does not necessarily mean the approval of weak recitation.

There is a clear distinction between the recitation/ narration and
writing about the weak . In some cases, however, they are less strict in
writing Hadith of weak narrators, whereas being inflexible and rather strict
in dealing with recitation..

Thus, generally, there is a difference between the weak narration of
Al-Sahihan and the Four Sunnah according to the classifications adopted by
the Six Books.

There has been a controversial argument over the recitation of weak
narrators of the topics that weren’t dealt with strictly , and continued to
be the main concern of the recitations of narrators who differ in their
weakness.



The weak narrators verifications of ( Hadith) have been argued between
the recitation of the narrator and the original narrator. For instance, those
who are specialized in (biographies), (interpretations), ( readings) and
others.

Citations of weak ( Hadith) and its effect, are other matters that scholars
include in the six books, as well as their benefits: for example an additional
meaning of a word in the ( Hadith) would reinforce the meaning, less
number of narrators would define the reliability of the ( Hadith), as well as
the direct reporting of the (Hadith) from its resource ( Sanad).
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
