position in his inception by crying regarding proving his 
inheritance.   the third question : section in clarifying  jurists 
consensus in having the right of full blood money  if someone has 
intrudes upon mother' fetus   then fall & cry then died. Another 
section in illustrating dissidence of jurists  regarding confirming  
the right of retaliation or not in the same case. The verification in 
this case prove that there is no retaliation. 

Then I finished the research by  conclusion: in which I 
explained the most important results of this research.

This research "Redemption in the instance of 'Al-Khula'", I 
mentioned in it the definition of 'Al-Khul'a' , linguistically and 
technically (religious meaning)1.  I mentioned what clarifies the 
necessity of kindness in regards to companionship between the 
husband and wife, and what one should fear from ill-conduct 
between the husband and wife. Secondly, I mentioned the 
permissibility of 'Al-Khul'a' and its conditions. 

I then clarified the issue: "Is it permissible for the husband 
(that was asked for a 'Khul'a' from his wife), to take an 
increase/excess on the redemption from his wife which is more than 
the bridal money that he gave her?". I then mentioned the saying of 
Allah the Most High :"then there is no sin on either of them if 
she gives back (the Mahr-'bridal money' or a part of it) for her 
'Al-Khul'a'. (Al-Baqarah 229), as this is the basis for the ones who 
adhere to the saying of it being permissible to take an 
increase/excess on the bridal money which the husband gave the 
wife. I then mentioned the sayings of the scholars of 'Tafsir'2 in 
regards to the above mentioned verse. 

I then mentioned 'Ahadeeth'3 regarding the issue and the 
status of these narrations in regards to their utilization for evidence. 
I then annexed to these narrations, sayings of the companions and 
their successors, while grading the narrations in regards to their 
authenticity (authentic or inauthentic) according to my knowledge. 
In addition, I also mentioned the sayings of the noble scholars and 
religious leaders of the past.
