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ABSTRACT 

The International Institute of Islamic Thought Foundation, established in the 

early fifteen century AH, offers the islamization of knowledge as an alternative 

methodology for the western methods, since these methods were built on the concept 

of separating the science, the knowledge and the vision of universe and life from any 

religious perspective. educational systems were originated from these methods and 

known as the Modern, these systems soon spread throughout the Islamic World after 

being adopted by the decision makers and the advocates to adopt them. These 

modern educational systems succeeded in the countries and environments in which 

they came out from, and achieved a boost for their nations towards development and 

progress, but could not push the negative impacts that affected the human and the life 

in their communities after awhile of adapting them, and ended up with them by 

criticizing these curricula and reconsidering them. The ones who adopted the 

modernization in Arab and Islamic World's countries could not achieve the progress 

they expected; furthermore, none of these countries could avoid the negative effects 

of these curricula on their communities and environments, the environments that 
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contrast  the western environment in reality, since they are coming from visions 

related to the religion of Islam and believe in the role of Islam in directing everything 

that relates with universe and life in one way or another.  

That was the issue that advocated for the idea of Islamization of modern 

knowledge, and The International Institute of Islamic Thought Foundation was 

founded for. The idea has developed and called "The School". The school aimed to 

restore the balance for the modern curricula by considering them through two 

perspectives:  revelation and universe, so they will not stand unless they are based on 

the divine revelation descended on Prophet Mohammad, Peace Be upon Him, with 

the conclusive message of Holy Quran and Sunnah, and they are not separated from 

the universe and its rules and laws. The School also incurred to research in the 

islamic perceptions and their instructions until constructing an islamic knowledge 

methodology which will be the base of sciences and knowledge.  

This study is handling the area related to the second half of revelation: 

Sunnah of the Prophet, in "The School" thought, after it has undertaken through its 

outline to construct approaches for dealing with revelation: Holy Quran and Sunnah 

that are compatible with the demands and the needs of present time, since the 

predecessors approaches are no longer capable of solving modern issues.  

The Sunnah had a space in The School activities and works on several levels, 

dialogue meetings between scientists and experts, issuing books, publishing in The 

School's magazine "The Islamization of Knowledge" and reviewing of the pioneers 

in Sunnah issues through their various writings.
