Abstract

In this study, agreed upon hadiths were presented in the
section on beliefs, rulings and news that the Ibadis weakened,
and the reason for their weakening of these hadiths, and
criticism of this weakening, and an explanation of whether this
weakening is going according to a scientific methodology, and
according to the foundations and rules considered by the
modernists or not, and the impact of the Mu'tazila on The
Ibadites in the weakening of these hadiths, the researcher has
followed the inductive approach; Where he traced the hadiths
that the Ibadi texts were weakened with a special consideration
for them to study the subject in an integrative study, and he
followed the deductive approach: where the researcher elicited
