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Abstract 

Praise be to Allah, Lord of all creation, and prayers and peace be upon our 

prophet Muhammad and upon all his family and companions, then:  

The partial comprehension of the Prophetic Hadith is one of the topics that need 

to be highlighted; hence Proper understanding of the Prophetic Hadith is one of the 

essential matters that we should be concerned about. In addition, there is a need to 

illustrate  the negative effects of partial comprehension of the Prophetic Hadith.  

In my study, I have conducted an inductive approach to trace the material from 

the sources related to the topic. And then, I have adopted the analytical approach to 

analyze the material related to the topic. Then, I have applied the critical approach to 

critique the shortcomings and lapses that lead to partially comprehending the Prophetic 

Hadiths. Moreover, I have shown the ways to evaluate the Prophetic Hadiths by 

presenting the correct interpretation. Finally, I have used the deductive approach to 

reach the causes of partial comprehension and its negative effects in contemporary 

reality. 

My thesis was divided into an introduction, four chapters, and a conclusion. In 

the introduction, I have presented the definitions of Comprehension, Partial, Hadith,  

Contemporary,  Narration and Interpretation. 

 In the first chapter, I have shown the connection between the partial 

comprehension of the Prophetic Hadith by isolating it from its context. Moreover. I 

have viewed critical Imams' attention to what leads to partial comprehension.  

In the second chapter, I have underlined the partial comprehension of the 

Prophetic Hadiths by the contemporaries. Furthermore, I enhanced the study by giving 

practical examples that separated the Prophetic Hadith from its context  - the two types 

- and from its tools that influence its understanding, which resulted in a partial 

comprehension of the Prophetic Hadith. 

The study was limited in the representation section to the contemporaries' 

explanations of Prophetic Hadith in their books. 
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In the third chapter, I have pointed out the reasons for the partial comprehension 

of the Prophetic Hadith and its motivations. They are divided into special reasons 

related to scientific competence, other special reasons related to personal factors, and 

special reasons connected with looking at the evidence and its value in the source of 

knowledge. 

In the fourth chapter, I have presented the negative effects of the partial 

comprehension of the Prophetic Hadith on contemporary reality in dealing with the 

Prophetic Hadith and with Imams and their books. 

Among the main findings of the study: was the applying of proper 

understanding tools is the means to get the correct meaning of the Prophetic Hadith. 

But, moreover, there are reasons for partial comprehension we should be aware of; we 

should warn about the dangerous effects caused by partial comprehension and follow 

the ancient and contemporary commentators of the Prophetic Hadith who have an 

accurate understanding and pure intent.
