ABSTRACT

Having conducted a contrastive study on the different narratives, it becomes
crystal-clear that there are some aspects of a stylistic similarity among these narratives
due to the narrators’ accuracy and precision in conveying the Messenger (PBUH)

teachings and sayings.

This stylistic similarity among all the narratives has been made clarified by

means of the comparison as follows:

Basically the discrepancy did not come deliberately but came unwillingly and out of the
narrators’ power as the narratives were being communicated verbally and seldom to be
in writing the fact which might cause inattention, errors and forgetfulness during
listening and memorizing.

The form of the discrepancy is very striking and interesting as the alternative styles
came as the same as the stylistic method the narrators heard from the Messenger
(PBUH). The styles of all the narratives have the same stylistic structure and the same
method the fact which indicates that all the narratives come from the Messenger
(PBUH).

This study consists of three chapters:
